 Fusion of the Bauakademie and the Commercial Institute into  the Royal Technical 

Academy Charlottenburg (today Technical University Berlin). In , the Technical University 

celebrated the 200th. anniversary of the founding of the Bauakademie.

Well-known Berlin architects were pupils and teachers at the Bauakademie: Friedrich Ludwig 

Persius, Friedrich August Stühler, Johann Heinrich Strack, Johann  Heinrich Friedrich Adler, 

Ludwig Hoffmann (government building officer of  Berlin) and many others (at a later date,  also 

at the Charlottenburg Academy of  Technology), e.g. Martin Gropius (Gropius Building), Paul 

Wallot (Reichstag), Julius Raschdorff (Berlin Dom at the pleasure gardens), Alfred Messel (de-

partment store Wertheim, Leipziger Straße  destroyed).

Following Schinkel's death: Schinkel Museum. After the institution Bauakademie         
and the Commercial Institute moved into the then Royal Technical Academy           
Charlottenburg (today: Technical University Berlin), the building was miscellane-        
ously used and various reconstruction work of the interior was effected by            
museums (National Gallery portrait collection), public offices and institutions         
(i.e. the Photogram Institute) and the Friedrich-Wilhelms University (Academy for          
Politics).

The most obvious use is a genius loci  – utilisation in the spirit of the site's  origi-

nal use – within the context of architecture  and urban development, research 

and university establishments for traditional building and preservation  of 

Aerial view from 1913: Bauakademie, Schinkelplatz, Palace

monuments and historical buildings. In , the Senate for Construction, 

Housing and Transport submitted a feasibility study including four 

suggestions.

Instead of the former inner courtyard, a large, central room (if neces-

sary, separable into smaller rooms) could be realised in different vari-

ants for all imaginable uses: auditorium, exhibition room etc. Shops 

should also be invited to settle, as this was included in Schinkel's original 

plan. Furthermore, a café or restaurant would also be desirable.

The association “Internationale Bauakademie Berlin e.V.*” pursues the 

concern of bundling interests with the aim of  creating a centre of 

competence for architecture with facilities for exhibitions, conferences  and 

lectures in the context of urban development, architecture  etc.

The institution Bauakademie was refounded in the GDR in  and was the supreme scienti-

fic institution for urban development and the entire  construction sector of the GDR. In the  

and , the institution's as a civil engineering research  centre was further increased. 

In the , upon the recommendation of the scientific council,  the GDR Bauakademie 

is closed. On a private basis, a number  of small successor institutes are formed.

In , at the Constructa, the discussion about the  significance of refounding the Bau-

akademie was initiated. The symposium's tendency was positive  but chances of realisation in 

this day were considered rather unrealistic.
