Former use (1836) and later utilisation

Ground floor: shops; 1st floor: General Educational Institution (Bauakademie)
with drawing halls, auditorium, library and collections; 2nd floor: Principal
Construction Deputation (Prussia’'s main authority on construction), conference
rooms, Schinkel's official residence; top floor: repositories.

Following Schinkel's death: Schinkel Museum. After the institution Bauakademie
and the Commercial Institute moved into the then Royal Technical Academy
Charlottenburg (today: Technical University Berlin), the building was miscellane-
ously used and various reconstruction work of the interior was effected by
museums (National Gallery portrait collection), public offices and institutions
(i.e. the Photogram Institute) and the Friedrich-Wilhelms University (Academy for
Politics).

Various suggestions for utilisation

The most obvious use is a genius loci — utilisation in the spirit of the site's origi-
nal use — within the context of architecture and urban development, research
and university establishments for traditional building and preservation of

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monuments and historical buildings. In 1997, the Senate for Construction,
Housing and Transport submitted a feasibility study including four
suggestions.

Instead of the former inner courtyard, a large, central room (if neces-
sary, separable into smaller rooms) could be realised in different vari-
ants for all imaginable uses: auditorium, exhibition room etc. Shops
should also be invited to settle, as this was included in Schinkel's original
plan. Furthermore, a café or restaurant would also be desirable.
